INTRODUCTION 
 

The Young Achiever of the Year Award is an initiative of Wyndham City Council.  The 
award recognises that: 

• Wyndham is a community of achievers 

• Wyndham is a community with a high population of young people  

• Wyndham is a diverse community, and young people have a wide range of 
interests and pursuits. 

• Council's role is that of a facilitator and partner with the community where it can 
help recognise achievement and promote people who achieve. 

Understanding the above, Wyndham has established the Young Achiever of the Year 
Award to recognise young people for their potential in personal and community 
development.  The award can be understood as showing community 
acknowledgment of the abilities and capacities inherent within the young people in 
the Wyndham community. 
 
WHO IS ELIGIBLE FOR THIS AWARD?: 

Applications will be assessed using the following categories, and the winner shall 
possess several of the attributes- 

• Has made an achievement that can be recognised and endorsed by the general 
community. 

• Has made an achievement of a high standard in any field of endeavour such as 
arts, education, recreation, culture, community development, social activities, 
volunteering, music, etc. 

• Has made an achievement that shows uniqueness or innovation. 

• Has made an achievement that demonstrates independence and self-support. 

• Has made an achievement that has scope for continued learning and 
development. 

• Has made an achievement where major adversity has been overcome, or is being 
overcome. 

• Has made an achievement that has the capacity to be ongoing into the future. 

The award aims to recognise a diverse range of endeavours.  Emphasis will be given 
to achievements that are of extremely high standards. An example of an extremely 
high standard of achievement includes winning a national championship. 
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WHAT THE AWARD WILL ‘NOT’ RECOGNISE: 

The following categories indicate persons who are ineligible to receive the award. 
The award will not given to: 

• groups, agencies or collectives 

• people who live outside of Wyndham 

• be given to people who are outside of the age criteria 

THE PROCESS: 

• To be considered for the award, applicants must complete and return the 
attached nomination form.  Incomplete nomination forms will not be accepted. 

• An applicant can nominate themselves or be nominated by another person or 
group.  

• When an applicant is nominated by another person or group, the consent of the 
applicant must be obtained. 

• Each applicant will be assessed based on the information provided in the 
nomination form.  

• Applications close on the advertised date. No submissions will accepted after the 
closing date. The Assessment Committee will notify the successful applicant of 
their award approximately one month after the closing date. 

• Applicants who are unsuccessful are welcome to re-apply for the award, the 
following year.
